Athletes shall compete at the age
attained on the first day of meet.

Athletes with a disability are welcomed and are asked to
provide advance notice of desired accommodations to the
Meet Director. The athlete (or the athlete’s coach) is also
responsible for notifying the session referee of any disability
prior to the competition.

Deck Entries:

All events are timed finals. A contestant may enter no more
than three (3) individual events.

*In compliance with USA Swimming Rules and
Regulations; the use of audio or visual recording devices,
including a cell phone is not permitted in the changing
areas, rest rooms or locker rooms. As per PVS policy;

the use of equipment capable of taking pictures (i.e. cell
phones, cameras, PDA’s etc) are banned from behind the
starting blocks during the entire meet, including warm up,
competition and cool down periods.

*The practice of deck changing is prohibited at all PVS
Sanctioned events. Swimmers participating in deck changing
would be violating the USA Swimming Sportsmanship policy

*Swimmers in the meet, unaccompanied by a USA-S coach
must be certified by a USA-S coach as proficient in performing
a racing start or must start each race from within the water.
Ensuring compliance is the responsibility of the swimmer or
the swimmer’s legal guardian.

*The Meet Director and the PVS Technical Committee reserve
the right to limit events, heats, swimmers or adjust the format
to conform with the 4-hour provision for sessions that include
12 & Under events per Rule 205.3.1F.

The prescribed PVS Warm-up procedures and safety policies
will be followed.

There is no admission charge.

Officials assigned to this meet should sign in at the recording
table 10 minutes before the start of the warm-ups. Certified
officials who have not been contacted and would like to
volunteer should contact Ben Holly at 703-764-3153 or
benjaminholly@verizon.net., or speak with the deck referee at
the meet.

The host club will provide at least one timer per lane.
Participating clubs are requested to provide at least one timer
every session the team participates in proportion to their
entries. Upon submission of the meet entry, clubs will be
notified of the number of timers to be provided. Acceptance of
the club entry is based upon compliance with the above..

Deck entries are $10.00 per individual event and must be
submitted with payment no later then 15 minutes prior to the
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first event of each session. No new heats will be created. First
come, first served.

Clubs submitting
entries that do NOT receive an acknowledgment
should contact the Meet Director by other than e-mail
to confirm receipt.
